What is licensed microwave radio?

Licensed microwave radio is the telecommunications technology that uses licensed
spectrum from ComReg in the 6GHz to 60GHz range for the secure transmission of
enterprise data, voice and video. Unlike unlicensed spectrum, where there is a strong
possibility that other parties can interfere with the link, licensed microwave radio offers
both a guarantee of no interference and

extremely high bandwidth, up to 800 Mbps.

And, because of its 99.995% availability —

that's just 6 to 8 minutes a year of downtime

on average — and its rapid delivery times, EMC

How does AirSpeed deliver its networks?

We've located our transmission equipment on high sites and masts throughout Ireland and
this lets us offer line-of-sight connectivity to most venues nationwide. We terminate on
the ESB network, which is carried over the nation's power lines. That means that when
you're an AirSpeed customer, there's no digging needed to set up your network — and
other people's digging, such as roadworks, can't interfere with your network, either. Our
in-house Juniper-certified personnel verify line of sight and use our own link design tools
to model your network in software before deployment, helping ensure the performance of
your link. Our network management systems give our experts constant visibility of the
network and fade margins (see below), and our proactive management of customer links
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AirSpeed

ensures that we spot and address most network issues before they can impact on our

customers.

What's a fade margin?

Microwave radio networks are built using a series of signal transmitters and signal

receivers. If the signal strength falls below a
certain threshold, it can't be detected by the
receiver and the network becomes
unavailable. The fade margin is a
measurement of the total usable signal
intensity, from the minimum detectable
signal to the strongest possible signal. Rain
and snowfall typically depress signal
strength into the intermediate level of the
fade margin; this is normal and it doesn't
affect network performance. The skill of
AirSpeed engineers is vital in measuring
and managing fade margins, from our initial
planning work through to our proactive
network management when your network
goes live.

Superior bandwidth with minimal
latency

The vastly superior bandwidth of AirSpeed
networks is one reason more enterprises are
choosing us for their WANSs. With capacity
up to STM-1 and above, AirSpeed can
quickly deliver 155Mbps links where
companies are currently getting by on just
10Mbps. This huge increase in bandwidth
paves the way for more ambitious plans in
